High Coniscliffe Waters

One and a half miles of the northern (left) bank of the River Tees between
High Coniscliffe and Merrybent.

A lovely mixture of deep holding pools and gravelly runs. Easy wading.
Excellent stocks of wild brown trout, grayling and chub.

Access via public footpath down from centre of High Coniscliffe and by
public footpath across farmland.

Parking at High Coniscliffe and at lay-by to west of Merrybent on A.67
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
